Cookies Policy

1. About us

In this Cookie Policy references to "we" or "us" or "our" or "Imutex" are to: Imutex Limited

When using our website, this Cookie Policy should be read alongside, and in addition to, the Website terms and conditions and our Privacy Policy.

2. What are cookies?

Cookies are small text files that are placed on your computer or mobile device by websites that you visit. They are widely used in order to make websites work, or work more efficiently, as well as to provide information to the owners of the site. 

This policy sets out the types of cookies that we use and how we use them. 

3. Are there different types of cookies?

Yes, there are different types of cookies.  Cookies are divided into "first party" and "third party" cookies, and "session" and "persistent" cookies.

3.1
"First party" and "third party" cookies

Cookies can be set and controlled by the operator of a website such as Imutex Limited for the Endfluenza website (the "Website") (known as a ‘first party cookie’) or a third party such as Facebook, for example to display advertisements and social sharing features (known as a ‘third party cookie’).

3.2
"Session cookies" and "persistent cookies"

Cookies can also be divided into "session cookies" and "persistent cookies":

(a)
Session cookies

Session cookies are stored in your computer or device's memory during your browsing session and are automatically deleted from your computer when you leave a website. These cookies usually store a session ID, allowing you to move from page to page without having to log-in repeatedly.  

They are widely used by commercial websites; for example to keep track of items that a consumer has added to a shopping basket.  Session cookies do not collect any information from your computer or device and they expire at the end of your browser session. 

(b)
Persistent cookies

Persistent cookies are stored on your computer or device and are not deleted when your browser is closed. Persistent cookies can be used to retain your preferences for a particular website, allowing those preferences to be used in future browsing sessions.

Persistent cookies usually assign a unique ID to your browser and they are usually configured to identify you for a prolonged period of time, from days to months or even years.
4. How do we use cookies?

We use cookies to help us to identify which pages of the Website are being used. This helps us analyse data about web page traffic and improve our Website in order to tailor it to customer needs.  We only use this information for statistical analysis purposes and then the data is removed from the system. 
The cookies that Imutex Limited uses do not collect personal information such as name, address, email address and do not link any information they collect to an individual. 
 Third party suppliers 

We work with third-party suppliers who place cookies on your device and report on "web analytics" information. Where such information is made available to us, we have listed these cookies below.

Please note that although the use of data by Imutex Limited is covered by this policy, in addition the use of third party cookies is covered by third party cookie policies, which we have referred to in the following tables, alternatively they are available on the relevant company's website.
5. How can you control the use of cookies?

 A cookie banner displayed when you visited the Website which asked for permission to track cookies. Cookies are not set until consent is confirmed by clicking ‘Agree and close’. Only once this banner is closed will cookies be appended to the webpage. You can also usually modify your browser setting to decline cookies if you prefer. The Help function within your web browser will explain how this is done. Visit www.aboutcookies.org to find out how to limit or block cookies on an array of different browsers. There are details on how to delete cookies as well as general information about them. For information on how to do this on your mobile phone you will need to refer to the manufacturer’s guide.
However, if you use your browser settings to block all cookies (including strictly necessary cookies) this may prevent you from taking full advantage of our Website.

Below we set out in detail the cookies that we use on this Website, their function and the data they collect.

Analytics cookies

Our Website uses “analytics” cookies. They allow us to recognise and count the number of visitors and to see how visitors move around the site when they are using it and help us to improve the way our Website works. 

All information these cookies collect is aggregated and therefore anonymous.
